Conducting A Mass Fatality Exercise:  Part II in a series on mass fatality management, CoMNET explains the importance of planning and exercising for mass fatalities associated with a WMD incident.  CoMNET was invited to New York City to observe the first nationally sponsored Mass Fatality Exercise.  The event was hosted by the New York City Police Department.  Participants included the NYPD, New York City Office of Chief Medical Examiner, Special Operations Team, and the Department of Environmental Protection, Hazardous Materials Division.  The drill was designed to assess the team’s ability to respond to a mass fatality incident and operate in a contaminated, crime scene environment.  The joint agency fatality team included personnel from the NYPD Crime Scene Unit, the NYPD Emergency Services Hazmat Unit, the NYPD Missing Persons Unit, the OCME Special Operations Team, and the Department of Environmental Protection, Hazardous Materials Division.  The exercise was based on guidelines from SBCCOM and Titan Corporation’s National Security Solutions. 

Recognizing the Signs of a WMD Incident  CoMNET visits the US Army Medical Research Institute of Chemical Defense (USAMRICD) to explore the Medical Management of Chemical and Biological Casualties Course and the Field Management of Chemical and Biological Casualties Course.  USAMRICD’s mission includes fundamental and applied research in the pharmacology, physiology, toxicology, pathology, and biochemistry of chemical agents and their medical countermeasures.  In addition to research, the Institute, in partnership with the US Army Medical Research Institute of Infectious Diseases (USAMRIID), educates health care providers in the medical management of chemical and biological agent casualties. The USAMRICD supports a Chemical/Biological Rapid Response Team (C/B-RRT), supports and trains Theater Army Medical Laboratory personnel, and maintains a unique chemical surety facility.

Dealing with Victims of a WMD Incident: CoMNET visits St. Joseph’s University Early Responders Distance Learning Center to learn about the WMD-PRO: Panic Response Operations Course.  This Course addresses the potential for panic associated with emergency situations, specifically Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) incidents.  As a First Responder, there is a need to be able to develop a basic understanding of panic and its relationship with fear. Skills are needed to prevent fear from escalating into panic.  Learning to identify the nonverbal cues signaling the possibility of panic before, during and following a WMD incident is crucial when dealing with victims.  Responders should know how to observe behavior in order to understand what the victim is feeling, and how to help the victim get through their feelings long enough to prevent panic.
