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I am attending this conference as my Center is actively involved in creating Homeland Security curricula aimed at practitioners. Our experience is that the current offering is lacking in depth and breadth. I am looking to exchange information about innovative ideas and approaches and especially how colleagues are crafting their responses. I am curious about the philosophical view that academics are taking on teaching this topic area to future emergency mangers.
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
