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I am currently chair of the Marine Safety and Environmental Protection Department at Massachusetts Maritime Academy. I have a PhD in Physical Chemistry from the University of Connecticut and have been at the Academy for 30 years as an instructor in mathematics and physics. 

My department is currently in the process of developing an Emergency Management / Homeland Security major as well as a four course concentration sequence for students in other major programs. I began developing the program in the summer of 2000 after teaching a course in Crisis Management Using Information Technology. The program development languished for a while and has since been reinitiated and presented to the college Curriculum Committee. At this stage of development I am trying to investigate all the avenues to approach of this problem as well as get an idea of the market for our potential graduates.

We plan to begin or concentration sequence next fall with a courses in Risk Management and Natural Hazards, Risk Management and Technological Hazards, Port and Terminal Security, and Crisis and Emergency Management.
