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Dr. Rick Bissell trained in emergency paramedicine, preventive medicine, international relations and emergency management, and has built a career in the field of emergency public health, with both domestic and international foci.  Working with the tools of epidemiology and health services planning, he pioneered methods for assessing the medical and public health needs of disaster victims.  In addition to his academic and research work, Dr. Bissell has consulted to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the US Public Health Service, the World Health Organization, the American Red Cross, over 20 countries and numerous states and localities.  He has directed the disaster training for over 16,000 clinicians and logisticians with the National Disaster Medical System, and has published over two dozen peer-reviewed articles and book chapters.
