Philadelphia University is pleased to offer a Master of Science in Disaster Medicine and Management.   In developing the program, the Philadelphia University School of Science and Health partnered with Albert Einstein Healthcare Network, an academic medical center with extensive experience in disaster medicine and WMD. In addition, the various schools and departments at the University such as engineering, business, architecture, environmental science, health professions, psychology and the DOD-funded research center- the Laboratory for Engineered Human Performance will be resources for the program..
The program is a 36-credit, 12 course curricula to be completed in one to three years depending on the course load taken by the student.  The courses will be offered in four 12-week semesters per year.  Ten courses will be offered entirely distance-learning using the BlackBoard platform with a variety of modalities such as online Power Point lectures with audio, asynchronous discussion boards, synchronous chat rooms, reading assignments, research papers, online journals, and online testing.  Students will be required to attend one five-day on-campus summer seminar that will include the live lectures, hands-on skills labs, laboratory sessions, role-playing seminars and a table-top exercise for two of the courses.  Students will also be required to complete a capstone experience that has several options, but a formal thesis is not required.

A nine-credit (three course) certificate option will also be offered.
