The University of North Dakota, School of Medicine and Health Services, is offering through its BORDERS Alert and Ready program an innovative comprehensive eduation and training program.  The BORDERS Alert and Ready program is designed to build a more coordinated and efficient public health emergency detection and preparedness system by training health care professionals and first responders across all disciplines to be prepared in the event of a terrorist attack or other man-made or naturally-occurring disasters.  The Borders training is intended for nurses, physicians, social workers, EMS professionals, pharmacists and pharmacy technicians, psychologists, other allied health professionals and first-responders.  
BORDERS participants will be trained to be “Alert” so they can: 

· Better recognize indications of terrorist event or public health emergency

· More rapidly and effectively alert the public health system of such an event, and

· Understand and appreciate the roles and expertise of all other first responders. 

BORDERS participants will be trained to be “Ready” so they can: 

· Provide immediate, efficient, coordinated and multidisciplinary response to disasters, and

· Meet the acute care needs of victims, including vulnerable populations such as those living in rural under-populated or overpopulated areas.  

BORDERS Alert and Ready is a web-based, interactive program that provides   participants training ion issues related to natural and other types of mass casualty disasters in each of the following areas: Chemical Agents, Biological Agents, Radiological Agents, and Disaster Response.  Each of the four modules is made up of two parts: 

Part One: interactive, go-at-your-own pace introductory material that covers essential core concepts.


Part Two: discipline-specific material that includes on-site, community-based training, field experiences, onsite didactic experiences and interactive web-based lesions.  

BORDERS participants earn continuing education credits.  Continuing education credit hours are awarded for successful completion of on-site events and on-line lesions.  The number of credit hours earned is identified on a certificate awarded at the completion of the on-site event and on-line lessons.  The number of continuing education credits is determined by each discipline’s accreditation organization.  
The University of North Dakota is fully accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools and numerous programs are also accredited at the departmental level.
