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I have completed education in criminal justice, science, psychology, physician assistant studies, gerontology, exercise physiology, and health science. I have worked clinical medicine, health care administration, academia, and research. I am currently employed in higher education as professor and dean of the School of Science and Health at Philadelphia University.  I have also served in the military for 20 years and am currently a lieutenant colonel in the New Jersey Air National Guard at McGuire AFB where I coordinate anthrax/smallpox vaccination education and I have participated extensively in WMD training activities.  Philadelphia University has recently received internal approval to develop and implement a Masters of Science in Disaster Medicine and Management in partnership with the Center for Special Operations of the Department of Emergency Medicine at Albert Einstein Health System.  They are also actively pursing the development of Masters of Science in Traumatic Stress Counseling. Philadelphia University is home to the DOD funded Laboratory for Engineered Human Protection and a new externally funded research initiative in supply chain logistics is disasters from an industrial and systems engineering perspective.

I am excited to be attending the conference to obtain ideas on the future of the disaster and emergency management discipline in higher education and research.  I hope to hear about what others are doing and networking with others in the field.
