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The Emergency Medical Care program at Loma Linda University offers a clinically oriented EMS bachelors level education for existing EMS providers.  The program curriculum currently includes a course in Disasters, WMD, and Terrorism, but we are evaluating the market demand for a certificate and/or bachelors degree program in emergency management.  

Prior to joining Loma Linda University in 1999, Ehren Ngo completed a masters of science in Emergency Health Services from University of Maryland, Baltimore County, with an emphasis on epidemiology and preventive medicine.  He continues to take courses through University of Maryland towards a graduate certificate in emergency management and CEM credential.  

At the higher education conference, Ehren would like to further investigate the feasibility and demand for academic programs in emergency management; specifically, he seeks to evaluate the availability of faculty for emergency management programs, to determine the success of distance education in this field, and to develop a profile of the major markets for graduates of existing and future programs (both public and private sector demand).  
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
