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I direct The Ohio State University's Program for International and Homeland Security.  This is a university-wide administrative program (established by our Board of Trustees in April 2002) to promote and support research, education, and service at Ohio State University related to national security in general and homeland security, in particular.  More information about this program is available at:  http://www.homelandsecurity.osu.edu.

I also serve as Executive Director of the National Academic Consortium for Homeland Security (NACHS).  This is an alliance of universities and colleges (established in March 2003) that are doing research or offering education/training programs related to various aspects of homeland security.  Currently, the NACHS includes 258 universities and colleges, collectively representing all 50 states, the D.C., and the Territory of Guam.  The NACHS includes both public and private institutions, as well as both four-year and two-year schools.  The goals of the NACHS are to:

· Promote research, education and training related to homeland security (broadly defined) within academe;

· Facilitate collaboration among member institutions and individual scholars and students; and

· Serve as an “academic strategic partner” to those government agencies and non-government organizations responsible for various aspects of homeland security.
