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Distance Learning in Emergency Management

Options and Cautions

Abstract:  The standard definition of distance education or distance learning states that the instructor and the learner are at different locations while the ‘class’ is occurring.  In the early 20th Century the mode of delivery usually was correspondence, meaning printed materials transported between instructor and learner by the U.S. Postal Service.

The options for that ‘transaction’ have expanded exponentially during our lifetimes.  This presentation will describe some of the delivery options, their characteristics and benefits.  The author will also discuss accreditation, its characteristics and benefits, reflecting a major concern that has arisen because of program solicitations from vendors seeking to capitalize on the new growing profession of emergency management around the world.
