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John is the Executive Policy Advisor for the Wyoming Office of Homeland Security. He is working with the Laramie County Community College, Community Education Division, on the development of an Associates of Science Degree program in Homeland Security. The course of study was approved by the Instructional Advisory Committee and each of the fourteen initial syllabi approved by the Academic Standards Committee at Laramie County Community College. This program will be presented to the Wyoming Community College Commission this summer for approval as a degree program at all seven Wyoming Community Colleges. 

John has been employed in emergency management and homeland security for the State of Wyoming for eighteen years. He has taught various college subjects at the undergraduate and graduate level for eleven years.  He has been involved in training and education, both military and civilian, for more than three decades. John’s career in public service includes experience in operations, response, direction and control, mitigation, and planning at the federal, state, and county levels. He has supervised several surveys in the emergency management and homeland security fields including various terrorism issues and public perceptions of emergency management.

John is attending the 2006 Emergency Management and Homeland Security / Defense Higher Education Conference to learn from presenters, and other participants, ways in which to improve the current programs at the community colleges in Wyoming. Specific topics of interest include: Designing, developing and teaching college courses covering catastrophe readiness and response; How individuals, organizations, and communities make readiness decisions; Mathematical modeling applications, including geographic information systems, in homeland security planning, response, and recovery; Critical infrastructure protection; Educational and training initiatives, and potential funding, at the federal level; and, Challenges of incorporating current events, field work, research projects and service learning into homeland security curriculum.
