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Professor MacGregor has been teaching at Massachusetts Maritime Academy since 1972, first in the Basic Science Department with responsibilities in Physics and Mathematics. After developing the Marine Safety and Environmental Protection Degree Program from 1989-1990, he was elected chair of the newly formed Marine Safety and Environmental Protection Department (MSEP) a position he held until 2006.

 In 1991 Professor MacGregor developed a four-course certificate program in Geographical Information Systems in cooperation with Cape Cod Community College. He has been teaching GIS I and GIS II since then. In a portion of the GIS I course, he introduced the MARPLOT program and subsequently developed an Emergency Management course using the CAMEO/MARPLOT system, for the certificate program and as an elective at Mass Maritime Academy. As a consequence of developing the EM course, he became interested in the Emergency Management field, and interest that led him to develop an Emergency Management degree program at Massachusetts Maritime Academy in 1999. 
This program was fully implemented at Massachusetts Maritime Academy in September 2004, under the jurisdiction of the MSEP department and has been very successful. In 2005, he began the development of a Masters Degree in Emergency Management, which has been approved and will begin in September of 2007. Professor Richard Yazbek of Massachusetts Maritime Academy contributed to the development and final approval of the Emergency Management Master’s Program.
