David E. Marcozzi

Marcozzi, a Fellow of the American College of Emergency Medicine with disaster and pre-hospital experience, has worked as part of the US National Disaster Medical System as Chief Medical Officer of the Rhode Island Disaster Medical Assistance Team and subsequently on the NC-1 DMAT and NMRT-E teams.

In September 2000, he joined the Army Reserve, where he currently serves as a Major.  He has been mobilized twice since 2000, once as part of Operation Iraqi Freedom and the other during Hurricane Katrina.

Marcozzi received his emergency medical training at Brown University, where he served as a Chief Resident.  He is now on staff at Duke University as an Assistant Professor and Director of Disaster Preparedness.  He was awarded the 2005 Duke Strength, Hope and Caring Award and was the recipient of the 2006 Duke Emergency Medicine Distinguished Faculty Award.

Recently, he was selected for and completed a Congressional fellowship in the U.S. Senate where he worked on the Subcommittee on Bioterrorism and Public Health Preparedness.  While there, he helped draft the Pandemic, and All-Hazards Preparedness Act, which was signed into law in December 2006. 

Currently, Marcozzi is serving as a Senior Medical Advisor to the Assistant Secretary of Preparedness and Response at the U.S. Department of Health and -Human Services.  This office coordinates all federal emergency medical efforts with regard to mitigation, preparedness and responses to disasters in the United States.
