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Dr. Dave McIntyre is the Director of the Integrative Center for Homeland Security, and Director of the graduate level homeland security education program at The Bush School of Government and Public Service, both at Texas A&M University.  This program includes 10 graduate courses and 12 faculty.  The certificate program is scheduled to grow into a Masters Degree in Homeland Security over the next year.

Dr McIntyre hosts two weekly radio programs available on the web, to include one broadcast in Washington, DC.  See http://homelandsecurity.tamu.edu and http://hlsinsideandout.org for an archive including more than 150 interviews, ranging from the Secretary of Homeland Security to local emergency managers.  The ICHS web site also includes free access to short summaries of several thousand documents important to the study of homeland security policy.
From 2001 to 2003, Dr. McIntyre was Deputy Director of the ANSER Institute for Homeland Security, in Washington, DC, and taught homeland security at George Washington University. He retired from a 30 year Army career in 2001 as the Dean of Faculty at the National War College.  He also served in airborne and reconnaissance units, taught English at West Point, and wrote for the Army Chief of Staff, and the Commander of the US Pacific Command.  He has made more than 400 radio and television appearances; during the Iraq War, he was the military commentator for the State Department’s international News Line program.  

He holds a BS in Engineering from West Point, an MA in Literature from Auburn University, and a Ph.D. in Political Science from the University of Maryland.
