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Dorothy Miller is the Emergency Management Coordinator for The University of Texas at Dallas. The University has approximately 14,700 students, 29 research centers and is in one of the top 20 major metropolitan areas in the U.S. and is surrounded by high tech industries. 
The Office of Emergency Management is a recent addition to the university and the first one of only three for UT System. She is a board member of the UT System Disaster Mutual Aid committee and a regional coordinator alternate for North Texas components. 

Mrs. Miller is a founder of the Foundation of Higher Education, which has developed an emergency management accreditation program and an honor society. She is the Chair of the Honor Society for the Foundation, Epsilon Pi Phi.

She will be meeting with the recently formed FEMA Emergency Management Higher Education Project Conference Planning Team, which will assist Dr. Wayne Blanchard with 2008 conference planning.

She is a board member for the Dallas County Citizen Corps Council, representing CERT and the President of the Allen Citizen Corps Council. She is the coordinator for the UTD CERT teams and has the first university CERT team recognized in the state of Texas. She is working with two students this summer; a GIS student from UTD and an emergency management student from Arkansas Tech University. 
Prior to her practitioner role, she served as the Director of the Emergency Management and Preparedness Certificate Program that was housed in the School of Management, Executive Education department. 
Dorothy will be presenting during the Foundation of Higher Education session. She is interested in creating a disaster resistant university, raising awareness and recognition for university emergency management practitioners, public/private partnerships, business continuity and how NIMS relates to the campus community. She is also working on establishing UTD as the first college campus to be included in the EPLAN system, which is a computer based program for responding to hazmat emergencies.
