I started my educational pursuits at my local community college with an Associate's Degree in Police Science and then another in Fire Services. From there, I completed a BAS in Criminal Justice and Policy Studies from Guilford College, a Master's degree from Duke University and my PhD from The Union Institute and University. Aside from the traditional degrees, I also was awarded a Fulbright Fellowship in Professional Policing, which allowed me to work and research with European police agencies during 1994-1995. In 2001, I earned a post-doctoral graduate certificate from Duke University. In addition to my educational experiences, I served as a military police investigator with the U.S. Army and then as a police officer with the Durham Police Department, an internationally accredited agency.
