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Dr. Jennifer Helms is an Associate Professor teaching nursing at Arkansas Tech University (ATU) where she has been on faculty for 15 years. ATU is beginning a graduate nursing program that will combine graduate courses from the Emergency Management and Administration Program with Nursing Administration courses through the Nursing Department. This new graduate program will allow students to achieve a Master of Science in Nursing Administration and Emergency Management. The new program will admit its first class in August of 2008.
Dr. Helms earned a BSN from Harding University, an MSN from the University of Missouri–Kansas City, and a Ph.D. from the University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences.

Dr. Helms’ objectives for attending the Conference include: (1) learning about theories/‌conceptual frameworks and research relating to emergency management that should be included in the graduate research and theory courses at ATU, and (2) learning how the ATU Department of Nursing can be involved in disaster planning and management for the university campus.
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
