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Dr. Colin Beech is a Founding Member and Co-Director of Academy Software, LLC, offering management consulting, custom software design, and disaster simulation services. His core area of research focuses on interdisciplinary social science and the social dimensions of large-scale technological systems. For the past 3 years, he has worked as a researcher and simulation designer on National Science Foundation-funded program of disaster management research with Dr. William Wallace of Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute’s (RPI) Decision Sciences and Engineering Systems Department, and Dr. Rachel Dowty at Louisiana State University’s Stephenson Disaster Management Institute.
