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Mr. Paul Boutette is Program Manager at GAP-Santé Research Lab, a research unit at the University of Ottawa that specializes in the psychosocial aspects of terrorism, emergency preparedness, and psychosocial management of risks. He is currently working on training tools for the Psychosocial Risk Assessment and Management Framework that can be used by planners and decision makers in planning for and responding to threats or events.

Mr. Boutette began his career as a teacher and volunteer in Africa. After instructing at both the high school and college levels, Mr. Boutette obtained an M.B.A. and went on to found a training and performance development practice. His consultancy work focused on technical education in startup situations for process industries in North America and abroad.
GAP-Santé is under the direction of Dr. Louise Lemyre at the Institute of Population Health, University of Ottawa. Dr. Lemyre is a full professor at the School of Psychology at the Faculty of Social Sciences, Fellow of the Academy of Social Sciences of the Royal Society of Canada, and holds a McLaughlin Research Chair on Psychosocial Risk. The research is funded by Defense Research Development Canada-Center for Security Science Canada and the Canadian Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council.
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
