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Ms. Janet L. Clements serves as the Chief Deputy State Coordinator for the Virginia Department of Emergency Management. A 24-year veteran of that agency, Ms. Clements oversees the agency’s Operations, Preparedness, Local Support Services, Technological Hazards, Training and Exercises, and Public Affairs Division.
Ms. Clements has spent much of her career working in the emergency management and disaster preparedness field. She has responded to 27 Presidential disasters including Hurricane Isabel, the terrorist attack on the Pentagon in 2001, and numerous other incidents.
