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Mr. Alex Cole-Corde is a Doctoral Student and Graduate Assistant in the Emergency Management Program at North Dakota State University (NDSU). He is currently an active member of the Cass/Clay Long-Term Disaster Recovery Committee and the Volunteer Management Sub-Committee that acts as a clearinghouse and point of contact to connect local, State, Federal, and non-profit groups’ resources with the needs of flood-affected homeowners in the Red River Valley. He is assisting North Dakota State University with its Emergency Management Higher Education Partnership with the Republic of Ghana. In addition, he provides the world’s largest international contract research organization with its business continuity planning assistance as well as emergency preparedness and incident response planning and training guidance and support.
At this year’s Conference, Mr. Cole-Corde will give a joint presentation with fellow North Dakota State University graduate students on their individual experiences working collectively with the non-profit organization FIRSTLINK to help organize and coordinate the multi-State volunteer effort for the 2009 Red River Flood Fight in Fargo, North Dakota/Moorhead, Minnesota, area. His goals for the Conference are to convey his experiences working the Red River Flood and acquire additional insight and expertise from seasoned academics and practitioners knowledgeable in his interest areas.
