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Ms. Michelle Collins currently works for the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) Region I National Preparedness Division, where she leads several educational programs including the Student Tools for Emergency Planning Program aimed at educating elementary students with basic preparedness initiatives that they implement in their homes.
