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Dr. Dwayne Melvin Crew is Associate Vice President for Business and Finance at Fort Valley State University in Fort Valley, Georgia, a position he has held since April 2008. He is also vice chair for Professional Development for the Georgia State Council’s Society of Human Resource Management State Council. From May 2005 to October 2005, Dr. Crew served as the interim chief of campus police at Fort Valley State University. Other positions held at Fort Valley State University include Human Resource director/Affirmative Action officer and instructor.
Dr. Crew previously served as Human Resource director for Lowndes County Health Services, Inc., in Valdosta, Georgia, and as director of Internal Affairs for the Florida Department of Revenue.
