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Dr. Erna Danielsson is a senior researcher at Mid Sweden University, Department of Social Science, and she is part of the CRIHS-group at Mid Sweden University (www.miun.se/crihs). Dr. Danielsson also works as a researcher at the Department of Leadership and Management at the National Defence College. She studies risk, crisis, and war with focus on organization and leadership. More specifically, she studies collaboration, common operating pictures, situational awareness, and sense making during rescue operations, e.g., how police, fire brigade, and ambulance interacts with voluntary organizations and individual volunteers during rescue operations. In particular, Dr. Danielsson is interested in collaboration when common operating pictures and situation awareness diverge during rescue operations.
Since 1996, Dr. Danielsson has studied the military organization and, within the National Defence College, actively worked in a research group that has taken forward the concept and the course Developmental Leadership. Together with colleagues, Dr. Danielsson has published in Armed Forces and Society, Journal of Military Psychology, and The Leadership & Organization Development Journal.

Dr. Danielsson is principal investigator for a research project financed by the Swedish Civil Contingencies Agency, “Co-operation during rescue operations,” and she has received a travel scholarship from the Swedish Emergency Management Agency to visit the Disaster Research Centre at the University of Delaware in 2009.

The Mid Sweden University has developed a multidisciplinary bachelor’s degree in risk and crisis management. The program starts in August 2009. Dr. Danielsson is interested in hearing about others’ experiences.
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
