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Mr. Paul H. Fennewald is the Homeland Security Coordinator for the Missouri Office of Homeland Security, a position he has held since November 2005. Through the Governor’s Homeland Security Advisory Council, which he co-chairs, he has partnered with higher education in Missouri in establishing a Higher Education Working Group which continues to address, among other things, safety and security issues on Missouri’s campuses.
Mr. Fennewald retired from active duty as a Special Agent with the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) in January 2004, after spending almost 23 years with that agency. The majority of his assignments have dealt with investigations involving bombings/weapons of mass destruction/terrorism, and supporting State and local first responders and their partnerships with the FBI in these areas. For all but the first 4 years of his FBI career, Mr. Fennewald was certified as a bomb technician and provided bomb technician support to terrorism-related investigations. He also has previous bomb technician experience as a U.S. Army Explosive Ordnance Disposal technician.

As part of the FBI Laboratory’s “Rapid Deployment Team”, Mr. Fennewald was deployed to Nairobi, Kenya, soon after the bombing of the American Embassy in the fall of 1998, and to Aden, Yemen, soon after the USS Cole bombing in the fall of 2000, to support those investigations. He also responded to support the FBI investigation in New York soon after the September 11 terrorist attack in 2001. Mr. Fennewald has supported numerous domestic and international training initiatives relating to terrorism. He also supported a variety of national “special events” such as the 1996 Summer Olympics in Atlanta and the 2002 Winter Olympics in Salt Lake City.

After retiring from the FBI, Mr. Fennewald became involved in teaching first responders on responding to terrorist and suicide bombings through the Homeland Security Office for Domestic Preparedness/New Mexico Tech training programs.
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
