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Mr. Paul J. Healy is the Executive Director for Emergency Management and Public Safety at Sacred Heart University (SHU) in Fairfield, Connecticut. As such, he is responsible for developing and maintaining the University disaster and emergency preparedness plans, and business continuity plans, policies, and procedures. He previously served on the Milford, Connecticut, and Connecticut State Police Departments. Mr. Healy held the rank of chief inspector in the Connecticut Division of Criminal Justice, Office of the Chief State’s Attorney. As chief inspector, he was responsible for all statewide investigative units and assisting various Federal, State, and municipal investigative agencies with ongoing criminal investigations. He has also worked in the private sector for the Energy East Corporation.

Mr. Healy’s credentials consist of more than 25 years in law enforcement. He holds an associate’s degree in criminal justice, and bachelor’s and master’s degrees in business management from Albertus Magnus College. He is a graduate of the Federal Bureau of Investigation National Police Academy and the Connecticut State Police Academy.
SHU is the second-largest Catholic university in New England, offering more than 40 undergraduate, graduate, and doctoral programs on its main campus in Fairfield, Connecticut, and satellites in Luxembourg and Ireland. SHU is set on 65 acres in suburban Fairfield, Connecticut, and adjacent facilities in Trumbull and Bridgeport, Connecticut. SHU is 90 minutes from Manhattan and 150 minutes from Boston. Approximately 5,800 students attend the University’s four colleges: Arts & Sciences; Education & Health Professions; University College; and the John F. Welch College of Business. The University has approximately 3,500 full-time undergraduates, 900 part-time undergraduates, and 1,600 graduate students. The top four States that incoming freshmen come from are New York, Connecticut, New Jersey, and Massachusetts. Seventy percent of full-time undergraduates reside in 10 on-campus residence halls. Emergency management at SHU is the systematic approach to prevention planning, preparing for, responding to, and recovering from major emergencies. The University’s Emergency Operations Plans are designed to prepare SHU for emergencies ranging from terrorism to chemical, radiological, and biological spills to fires, medical emergencies, hostage situations, and natural disasters. In general, emergency management at SHU takes an “all hazards” approach to planning. SHU embraces the four recognized components of emergency preparedness planning: Prevention/Mitigation, Preparedness, Response, and Recovery. SHU has a multi-layered emergency communication system to notify all faculty, students, and staff during an emergency situation. The SHU Emergency Operations Plan is continuously being reviewed and revised to ensure the University is prepared for emergency situations that may impact facilities.
