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Ms. Jessica Jensen is an ABD Doctoral Student from North Dakota State University’s (NDSU) Emergency Management Program housed in the Department of Sociology, Anthropology, and Emergency Management. Her research has focused on perceptions about and implementation of the National Incident Management System (NIMS) for the past 3 years. She has engaged in both qualitative and quantitative studies involving NIMS, has an article on NIMS forthcoming in the International Journal of Mass Emergencies & Disasters, and has presented on the topic at national conferences.
