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Dr. David Samuel Markenson is a board-certified pediatrician with Fellowship training in both Pediatric Emergency Medicine and Pediatric Critical Care. He is currently working as the Director of the Center for Disaster Medicine at the School of Public Health at New York Medical College and Chief of Pediatric Emergency Medicine at the Maria Fareri Children’s Hospital at Westchester Medical Center. In addition to his hospital appointments, Dr. Markenson is the interim chair of the Department of Epidemiology and Biostatistics; an associate professor of Public Health at the School of Public Health; and associate professor of Pediatrics at New York Medical College in Valhalla, New York. He also currently serves as the chair of the Advisory Council of First Aid, Safety, Aquatics and Preparedness for the National American Red Cross.
