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Mr. James M. McCarty is the Assistant Dean of the Heavin School of Arts and Sciences at Thomas Edison State College. Thomas Edison State College is unique because it specializes in providing educational opportunities to self-directed working adults as a State college. Mr. McCarty led the development of a new B.S. in Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness that features a specially designed course in Critical Thinking for Homeland Security; other courses emphasize planning, response, mitigation, and an examination of the psychological and sociological factors that disasters present to planners, responders, mitigation personnel, and individual members of the community. The program also addresses the impact that disasters have on overall government administration and private sector institutions such as utilities and business entities, as part of the community, during the recovery process.

Mr. McCarty spent 30 years as a member of the Philadelphia Police Department, including 4 years as commanding officer of the Counter-Terrorism Unit of the Intelligence Division. He developed and wrote the Philadelphia Police Intelligence Guidelines that control the collection, analysis, retention, and dissemination of intelligence information. Mr. McCarty then served as the commanding officer of a police district in Philadelphia. He has teaching experience at the University of Phoenix, both “brick and mortar” and in the online programs. He has also taught business and criminal justice courses at the Atlantic Cape Community College in New Jersey.

Mr. McCarty completed his undergraduate work at Temple and Northwestern Universities, and he earned his M.S. from the University of Pennsylvania in Philadelphia.
