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Dr. Ron McNinch-Su is the MPA Director at the University of Guam. Guam is located in the far Western Pacific in an area commonly termed “typhoon alley.” His primary area of activity involves teaching in the graduate program and researching insular U.S. territories. He is best known in Guam for his public opinion assessment and election polls. In emergency management, Dr. McNinch-Su works closely with Guam Civil Defense primarily in typhoon and earthquake mitigation and recovery. He was appointed to serve as Guam’s Citizen Corps chair for 2 years. His current major service-related appointment is as executive director of Guam’s Peace Officers Standards and Training Commission. In 2009, he was recognized as a distinguished professor by the Guam Legislature.
Dr. McNinch-Su graduated with a Ph.D. in political science from Georgia State University, and he holds a number of advanced credentials including the Senior Professional in Human Resources credential.

In program development, the University of Guam is developing an across-the-curriculum approach to emergency management given the large number of natural disasters on Guam. In the near future, the Public Administration Department wants to develop a real-time typhoon response lab to assist students in other U.S. jurisdictions to follow these storms in the region.

Dr. McNinch-Su’s main goal for this Conference is to network and bring currency to the emergency management curriculum being developed at the University of Guam.
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
