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Ms. Patricia Ragle has been the Safety Director in the Office of Safety and Security at Oklahoma State University–Oklahoma City (OSU-OKC) since 2007. She ensures compliance with Federal and State regulations and OSU system policy, acts as advisor to departments on all aspects of safety issues and education, and conducts or coordinates training classes for employees. She has worked at OSU since 1996, starting as a security officer. In 2000, Ms. Ragle was promoted to assistant chief of security and to chief of security in 2002.
As additional duties, Ms. Ragle is responsible for the energy education program. She establishes accountability for energy consumption at every level on campus, and she develops and monitors the campus’ energy management program under board-level policy and campus guidelines for the purpose of reducing utility consumption. She also develops and implements an effective safety program for the campus.

Ms. Ragle holds an A.A.S. in police science, Collegiate Office Program, which is accredited by the Oklahoma Council in Law Enforcement Education and Training; an A.A.S. in occupational and environmental safety; and is a current student in the Bachelor’s of Technology in Emergency Responder Administration at OSU-OKC. She serves on multiple external committees and associations such as the Oklahoma Higher Education NIMS Compliance Consortium with Oklahoma Homeland Security; Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education, System Safety, Health and Environmental Resource Center; Oklahoma Association of Chiefs of Police; Oklahoma Campus Law Enforcement Association; American Society of Safety Engineers; Oklahoma Safety Council; and Oklahoma CERT member. Ms. Ragle is a sitting member on internal OSU-OKC committees such as the North Central Accreditation process; Advisory Board member for Police Science Department; Advisory Board member for Fire Protection and Safety; and member of the OSU-OKC Staff Council.

OSU-OKC has recently completed its Crisis Management Plan and performed the necessary tabletop exercises and drills per the Department of Education and Emergency Management for Higher Education. The campus worked closely with the Oklahoma City Police and Fire Departments and has consulted with Oklahoma Homeland Security and the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education–System Safety, Health & Environment Resource Center.
Attendance at the Emergency Management Higher Education Conference by Ms. Ragle should offer and provide the opportunity to collaborate with other colleges or universities with existing hazard, disaster, and emergency management programs. By doing this, it will provide the OSU-OKC campus development ideas that may offer, enhance, or build its current program.
