Dr. Rovins has a Ph.D. in international development from Tulane University Law School. Her dissertation addresses the relationship between mitigation planning and disaster loss. She is a graduate of Tulane University School of Public Health and Tropical Medicine with a master’s degree in international health and complex emergencies. Her B.S. is from Miami University in Oxford, Ohio. She is a Certified Emergency Manager (CEM) and Florida Professional Emergency Manager (FPEM).
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
