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Dr. Gregory L. Shaw is an Associate Professor of Engineering Management and Systems Engineering, and a Co-Director of the Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management at The George Washington University (GWU). The Institute conducts research and graduate-level courses in support of a Doctor of Science and Master of Science in Engineering Management with a focus in Crisis, Emergency and Risk Management, and Graduate Certificates in Emergency Management and Public Health and Homeland Security Emergency Preparedness and Response. Additionally, Dr. Shaw is an adjunct faculty member for Florida Atlantic University and Massachusetts Maritime Academy, teaching graduate-level courses in homeland security, business continuity, and risk management.
Previously, Dr. Shaw served as an officer in the U.S. Coast Guard, retiring as a Captain in October 1996.
