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Mr. Jimmy VanCleve serves as the Coordinator of Area 3 State Fire Rescue Training (KY-SFRT). He is responsible for curriculum and serves as the curriculum chair for both the Fire Science program as well as the Paramedic Technology programs system-wide within the Kentucky Community and Technical College System (KCTCS). KY-SFRT has three depots. Area 3 is the West Area Depot where 19 mobile props for fire, rescue, and EMS training are housed. Along with the SFRT duties, Mr. VanCleve houses the Homeland Security Exercise and Evaluation Trailer. He travels with this trailer to the larger exercises with Kentucky and provides logistical support to these events.
Mr. VanCleve has been in the fire service for 19 years in the volunteer community. He currently serves as chief of the McLean County Fire Department in Calhoun, Kentucky. He serves on the Board of Directors of several regional groups including Task Force 3 (a regional weapons of mass destruction response team), the Emergency Preparedness Partners group (a Public Health-driven group), and the Green River Firefighters Association (a regional firefighters association).

The Kentucky Fire Commission is the certifying body for the fire service of Kentucky. They provide certification standards and work to set standards and enforce the set regulations. SFRT provides training to the fire departments and supports the regional associations within the Commonwealth. The Commonwealth is divided into 14 geographic areas, and each area has a coordinator assigned to provide the training and work with the fire service within their respective areas. Each coordinator serves on one or more committees and contributes to the group an area of expertise that he/she is proficient in. The organization resides in the KCTCS.

Mr. VanCleve is attending the Conference to gain knowledge and information to bring back to Kentucky to benefit the firefighters, the training program, and the college degree program that is operated through the KCTCS.
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
