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Dr. George A. Youngs, Jr., has been a Faculty Member at North Dakota State University (NDSU) since 1978. In the Emergency Management Program, he teaches the sociology of disaster and a variety of graduate emergency management courses along with a colleague, Dr. Daniel Klenow. Recent graduate courses include Emergency Management Theory and Advanced Research Methods in Emergency Management.
Dr. Youngs’ research interests include a wide variety of applied topics in emergency management, disaster studies, social psychology, and methods. In disaster studies, Dr. Youngs and Dr. Katherine O’Neill from NDSU’s Psychology Department are working on a grant to study the resilience of small communities following major flood fights in this region’s Red River Valley. In emergency management, he recently authored a chapter on social exchange theory and emergency managers, and he co-authored with Jessica Leifeld two pieces on rural emergency management for the recent second edition of the Encyclopedia of Rural America.
Dr. Youngs’ additional research efforts in sociology have led to publication in the Journal of Personality and Social Psychology; the International Impact Assessment Bulletin; the Journal of Applied Social Psychology; Teaching Sociology; the Journal of Sustainable Agriculture; the Journal of Agriculture and Environmental Ethics; Death Studies; and chapters in Planting the Future: Developing an Agriculture that Sustains Land and Community.
Dr. Youngs holds a doctorate from the Department of Sociology, University of Iowa, Iowa City.
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
