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Dr. Walter W. Hays is a faculty member of AP Calculus, Physics, Advanced Math, and Earth Science at the Fairfax Christian School in Fairfax, Virginia. He is also an adjunct faculty member with the Emergency Management Institute in Emmitsburg, Maryland. From 2001 to 2009, he was a faculty member in the Environmental Science and Policy Department at George Mason University.
