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Ms. Ann Ishida-Ho is a Community Resiliency/Workforce Development Specialist for the University of Hawaii’s National Disaster Preparedness Training Center (NDPTC). In collaboration with the University of Hawaii’s 10 campuses, non-profit, and private sectors, she addresses the Center’s development and delivery of training and education in community outreach and career pathways of current and future workforce to ensure community preparedness and resiliency.
The NDPTC is one of seven distinguished members of the National Domestic Preparedness Consortium, established in 1998 by Congressional mandate. Congress authorized the establishment of the NDPTC at the University of Hawaii in 2007, due to its unique position geographically and culturally. NDPTC is charged with developing and delivering training and education in the areas of disaster preparedness, response, and recovery in natural hazards, incorporating urban planning with an emphasis on community preparedness and resiliency to include vulnerable at-risk populations.

This conference provides opportunities to network with other community colleges and universities with programs that enhance workforce development and community resiliency in all-hazards situations. An additional expected outcome is to receive updated information on community emergency planning management and grassroots implementation.
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
