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Dr. Thomas C. Johnson is Chief of Police for the Western Carolina University Police Department. He is also a part-time professor for the Department of Criminology and Criminal Justice. He has approximately 35 years of law enforcement experience in Florida, West Virginia, Mississippi, and North Carolina. He has taught at Pensacola Junior College, Troy State University, University of West Florida, Marshall University, Mississippi State University, and Western Carolina University.
Dr. Johnson currently serves on a number of university committees related to emergency management including the Crisis Communication Team and the Disaster Preparedness and Recovery Team.
