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After leading a distinguished career as a paramedic, police officer, deep-sea rescue diver, and team leader of an elite Airborne Scout/Sniper Reconnaissance Team with the U.S. Army, Dr. JT Kostman earned an M.S. and Ph.D. in industrial and organizational psychology from the City University of New York. In addition to completing graduate studies in strategy and behavioral economics in the MBA programs of Baruch College, New York University, and Columbia University, he also completed doctoral studies focused on the applications of nonlinear dynamical systems theory (chaos and complexity theory) to the analysis of individual and group behaviors while studying with the New England Complex Systems Institute, hosted at Harvard and the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, and through post-doctoral work conducted under a National Science Foundation fellowship with the North Atlantic Treaty Organization Advanced Study Institute at the University of Moscow.
In addition to teaching graduate courses at several prestigious universities, Dr. Kostman presently divides his time between New York and Washington, DC, where he primarily consults to the defense and intelligence communities. He is attending this conference as part of a continuous quest to improve on the quality of information he is able to impart to his students—and in the hopes of finding a new academic home.
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
