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Since January 1994, Dr. Ron Kuban has served as the President of Pegasus Emergency Management Consortium Corporation. For the previous 23 years, he served with Canada’s Department of National Defense, the Federal government, and the provincial government of Alberta. He served abroad in Australia, Cyprus (United Nations), and China (International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies), and he consulted in Singapore and in the Caribbean for the Caribbean Disaster and Emergency Response Agency.
Dr. Kuban is a consummate community volunteer. He served as president of the Red Cross Regional Council (Central/Northern Alberta); president of Safe Guard (a national organization for emergency-related public education); president of the Edmonton Federation of Community Leagues (an umbrella organization of 145 Community Leagues); commissioner on the Edmonton Police Commission (2004); first president of the Edmonton Regional Crime Prevention Network; chair of the Mill Woods President’s Council (representing more than 90,000 residents); and chair of the Alberta Association of Police Governance. Dr. Kuban is a founding (2001) and still-active member of the Mill Woods Community Patrol, and he is a long-time soccer coach. He is on the Board of both the Mill Woods Soccer Association and the Edmonton Minor Soccer Association. In 2008/2009, he served on the Edmonton “Mayor’s Task Force on Community Safety and Crime Prevention.”

Dr. Kuban is the co-president of the Canadian Risk and Hazard Network. He is particularly interested in matters relating to the management of disaster events, public education, and the building of collaboration among diverse jurisdictions.

Dr. Kuban graduated with a B.A. from the Royal Military College of Kingston (Ontario) and completed his M.Ed. and Ph.D. at the University of Alberta. His doctoral thesis focused on the practice of crisis management in Canada. He is on the faculty of the Northern Alberta Institute of Technology (Emergency Management diploma), teaches at the University of Alberta, and helped Royal Roads University initiate its M.A. in Disaster and Emergency Management.
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
