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Dr. Robert Lorinskas is Professor Emeritus at Southern Illinois University (SIUC). He taught Criminal Justice and Criminal Justice Investigation at SIUC for 25 years. For the past 11 years, he has been working and researching in the areas of emergency and disaster administration and counter-terrorism. He is an elected official on the Jackson County Board, and he is chairman of the Ambulance and Health and Safety Committees, which oversees the county Emergency Management Agency. There is a plan to build a new Emergency Operations Center with classroom capabilities and to conduct joint training and academic programming with SIUC-Carbondale and John A. Logan College in the area of emergency and disaster administration.

With the advent of the Law Enforcement Assistance Administration, Dr. Lorinskas was one of the first political scientists to develop a curriculum in criminal justice, starting in 1968. He taught at East Tennessee State University, The Chicago Police Academy, Michigan State University, and the University of Wisconsin-Oshkosh. He has been a visiting professor in Lithuania, China, Sri Lanka, Japan, and Fiji.

Dr. Lorinskas holds a B.A. in psychology and an M.A. in government from SIUC. He also holds a Ph.D. in political science from The University of Georgia.
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
