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Dr. Robert J. Louden is a Professor and Program Director of Criminal Justice at Georgian Court University in Lakewood, New Jersey. His research interests include protection management, terrorism, hostage negotiation, chaplains in law enforcement, disaster response, and decision making. He is collaborating with a local community college on a new A.A.S. in homeland security, and he is drafting a new B.A. concentration and M.S. in homeland security at Georgian Court University.
Prior to his current appointment, Dr. Louden was a professor in the Department of Public Management at John Jay College of Criminal Justice/City University of New York (CUNY), where he taught undergraduate and graduate courses in protection management and criminal justice. He was also the director of the Criminal Justice Center and Security Management Institute at John Jay, responsible for research and consultation projects and the design, development, and delivery of criminal justice and security management workshops, seminars, and training programs.

Dr. Louden accepted his position at John Jay College in 1987 upon his retirement as lieutenant, commander of Detective Squad, and chief hostage negotiator for the New York City Police Department (NYPD). He served as a co-convener of Urban Hazards Forum Two (2003) and Homeland Security After 9/11. He was a presenter at Urban Hazards Forum One (2002) and Terrorism-Catastrophic Events-Mitigation, a series of conferences sponsored by Region II of the Federal Emergency Management Agency and John Jay College. He also testified about police practices and procedures before the U.S. Commission on Civil Rights and the New York City Council Committee on Public Safety Post-9/11.

Dr. Louden’s publications include “Who’s in Charge Here? Some Observations on the Relationship between Disasters and the American Criminal Justice System” in Disciplines, Disasters and Emergency Management: The Convergence and Divergence of Concepts, Issues and Trends from the Research Literature, edited by D.A. McEntire and “Policing Post-9/11” in the Fordham Urban Law Journal. He is a contributing author to “Emergency Planning: Disaster and Crisis Response Systems for Jewish Organizations” for the Jewish Community Relations Council of New York.

Dr. Louden is a member of the Honor Legion and the NYPD; he is a Life Member of the Honor Legion, police departments, State of New Jersey, and numerous other professional organizations.

Dr. Louden earned a bachelor’s of business administration from Baruch College and an M.A. from John Jay College of Criminal Justice. He later received the master of philosophy and doctor of philosophy degrees from the Graduate School of CUNY.
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
