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Mr. David P. Madden is an Assistant Professor of Criminal Justice and Legal Studies at Northeastern University in Broken Arrow and Tahlequah, Oklahoma. He teaches legal and other courses to students in the criminology, homeland security, pre-law, and paralegal programs. He is also the director of the Collegiate Officer Program, which prepares students for certification as police officers.

Mr. Madden has a B.A. from Florida State University, an M.A. from the University of Missouri–Kansas City, and a J.D. from the University of Tulsa.
