She has applied to a graduate program in pursuit of her Ph.D. in computer science with a concentration in information security and a minor in information systems to enhance her professional status at Voorhees College. She holds a master’s degree in engineering science with emphasis in computer design.
Ms. Nimmons’ interests are in the areas of emergency management (cyber security) and the environmental studies (hazardous and waste management). She is the project director of two grants based at Voorhees College. The first grant, in response to the DOE energy education program, will implement a project structured to enable students to transition from a high school curriculum into a B.S. degree program in emergency management with curriculum options in hazardous materials safety with a concentration in cyber security and emergency preparedness and response. The second grant is a High School Environmental Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics Day Camp Program designed to improve environmental science education for high school students and increase the number of students pursuing degrees in mathematics, environmental science, engineering, and technology.
Ms. Nimmons’ future interest is to merge these two disciplines for effective implementation at an historical black college or university. Voorhees intends to become the model institution for emergency management in South Carolina, and Ms. Nimmons plans to be the team leader in this endeavor.
