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Dr. Larry A. Porter is an Adjunct Professor for Norwich University and for Norwich University’s School of Graduate Studies. He will initiate two courses in emergency management for undergraduates beginning in the fall of 2010: Introduction to Emergency Management and Defense Support of Civil Authorities (DSCA): The Military’s Domestic Mission. The DSCA course studies how military organization and training, and warfighting equipment assets can be used to respond to civilian need.
Dr. Porter has been developing and instructing courses for Norwich University’s School of Graduate Studies, an online master’s degree institution, since 2005. He initially developed a two-seminar/semester certificate course, Principles of Emergency Management and Business Continuity in Today’s Homeland Security Environment. Upon the University’s decision to back away from certificate programs, he was then asked to revise the course into a master’s degree program elective, Principles of Emergency Management. The course is now Seminar 2, Principles of Incident Management and Emergency Response of the Master’s in Business Continuity Management degree.

Colonel Porter retired from the Army National Guard with just under 34 years of service, ending with 18 years of Federal Active Guard/Reserve service. His last duty assignment (May 2000–October 2003) was as the National Guard liaison officer to the Federal Emergency Management Agency, where his interest in emergency management as a follow-on career was stimulated. He began with an 18-credit graduate certificate from The George Washington University’s Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management and then matriculated into the doctoral program in emergency management. He was recently hooded (finally!).

Dr. Porter was awarded Certified Emergency Manager® by the International Association of Emergency Managers (IAEM) in 2006 and has been active in several IAEM committees/caucuses: Training and Education Committee, Marketing and Membership Committee, Uniformed Services Caucus, and the University & College Caucus. He also holds a DRI International Certification: Associate Business Continuity Professional (ABCP).

Since 2005, Dr. Porter has been an actively contributing member of the Vermont School Crisis Planning Team, a State government-sponsored volunteer organization promoting safe schools and school emergency management planning and preparedness in Vermont schools. He assisted with three applications for a U.S. Department of Education Safe & Drug-Free Schools funding grant for school emergency and crisis planning.

Dr. Porter holds an M.Ed. from the University of Maine, where his academic concentration was adult education and computer literacy. He also holds a B.Mus.Ed. from Lowell State College. Prior to his National Guard active duty service, he taught public school for 15 years.
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
