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Mr. Ronald Campbell is currently the Emergency Management Coordinator for the University of North Carolina (UNC)-Chapel Hill. In this position, he serves within the Department of Public Safety to prepare for, respond to, recover from, and mitigate against any emergency that impedes against the university. With multiple responsibilities, planning and training will be the utmost tasks to begin with.
