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Mr. Lorey F. Campese currently serves as the Special Projects Associate at World Cares Center, which fosters locally led, sustainable disaster preparedness, response, and recovery initiatives within communities worldwide. Mr. Campese is involved in program coordination and development for new ventures being approached by World Cares Center. Current projects include the GrassrootsAyiti Program which trains Haitian citizens on disaster preparedness strategies and Kids 4 Kids: Project Japan which provides support to community organizations in Japan supporting youth recreation initiatives.

Additionally, Mr. Campese is leading the coordination efforts of World Cares Center’s Leading and Managing Spontaneous Unaffiliated Community Volunteers training program.
