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Dr. Marvine P. Hamner has more than 10 years of experience as a professional in all phases of emergency management. She is currently co-editing two books on public-private partnerships in emergency management: one focused on public-private partnerships in the United States, the second on public-private partnerships around the world.

In 2011, Dr. Hamner began helping the International Association of Health Care Security & Safety Professionals Task Force on Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED) on the IS/IT components of the new CPTED manual for healthcare facility design by security, safety, emergency managers, architects, designers, hospital administrators, builders, and developers.

In 2010, as a visiting scientist at Carnegie Mellon University’s Software Engineering Institute, Dr. Hamner led the Community Emergency Response Team Insider Threat Group’s effort in researching the opportunities for and risks to employers from employee social networking. 

From 2008 to 2009, Dr. Hamner helped achieve Maryland State approval of a new Graduate Certificate Program in Information Security at Hood College in Frederick, Maryland. In addition, she has completely revised and taught the required course in Applied Encryption and Cryptology. From 2006 to 2009, Dr. Hamner, along with Dr. Neal Sikka, a member of George Washington University (GWU) Hospital’s medical staff, led a systems engineering study of GWU Hospital’s Emergency Department. This study developed a comprehensive framework for hospital emergency departments and demonstrated that patient wait times could be significantly reduced while increasing the number of patients seen by 10%. In addition, overhead cost associated with healthcare IS/IT implementation and maintenance could be virtually cut in half. 

In 2005, Dr. Hamner served as the American Red Cross (ARC) Disaster Response Operations coordinator in Pascagoula, Mississippi, helping to establish and work through the initial response to Hurricane Katrina along the Southeast Mississippi coast. She has also staffed ARC Disaster Response Operations in Punta Gorda, Florida (Hurricane Charley), and Austin, Texas (Hurricane Emily). From 2003 to 2006, Dr. Hamner was instrumental in the redesign of ARC Disaster Services Human Resource (DSHR) System. The DSHR System has and will continue to be a critical element in achieving the ARC’s desired strategic change in operations and its ability to serve the American people. 

From 2001 to 2009, Dr. Hamner taught and was affiliated with GWU’s Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management, where she advised students’ doctoral research in emergency management, healthcare IT/IS, systems engineering, and engineering management. 

Dr. Hamner earned her B.S. at M.I.T. and her M.S. at Purdue University. She earned her doctorate in engineering and public policy at Washington University. She continues to be active in research, teaching, and service.
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
