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Mr. Nathaniel Edrington Hewitt III is the Vice President for Information Systems and Technology at Wiley College. He is currently completing his doctoral degree in leadership in higher education at Northcentral University, with concentrations in systems design and e-Learning. On an interesting note, Mr. Hewitt was the first African-American and U.S. Coast Guardsman to graduate from the University of Alaska, Southeast.

Mr. Hewitt’s background is primarily composed of both military and educational components. While serving in the U.S. Coast Guard as an officer in the Telecommunications Branch, he had two primary roles: Telecommunications Security and Educational Training Officer. In this capacity, he had the opportunity to develop and implement various security and telecommunications-related training programs for members who were stationed both “on-shore” and “aboard” ship. While these programs proved to be successful within the military arena, he found that they helped to strengthen his skills as a future educator and leader in K–12 and higher education.

As the Vice President for Information Systems and Technology for Wiley College, Mr. Hewitt embraced the vision of a technologically astute campus that would serve as the model for the 21st century. To achieve his goal of closing the technology gap that exists between the Historically European Colleges and Universities (HECUs) and the Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUs), Mr. Hewitt has worked diligently to move the faculty, staff, students, and the institution into the 21st century, with the skills and abilities necessary to ensure success in the changing society.
