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Ms. Therese Homer is currently the Chief of Public Safety at Miami Dade College – North Campus. As such, she instituted a community-oriented policing approach to the campus patrol structure and developed and implemented a College Crime Watch Program for the campus which includes hosting a crime prevention show called Safety First. Miami Dade College – North Campus is the largest of the 8 campuses, serving more than 50,000 students on 245 acres in the northern part of Miami Dade County. Miami Dade College is the largest and most diverse urban institution of higher learning in the United States, serving more than 170,000 students and one of the most highly regarded colleges in the Nation.
Ms. Homer is also president of the Historically Black Colleges and Universities Law Enforcement Executives and Administrators. Ms. Homer is a member of the International Association for Campus Law Enforcement; the National Organization of Black Law Enforcement Executives; and Rotary International. She served 3 years as an assistant governor and is currently a governor’s representative for District 6990.
Ms. Homer is a 30-year veteran police officer, starting her law enforcement career in Atlanta, Georgia, in 1978 with The Atlanta Police Department, the Town of Palm Beach, and the Opa-Locka Police Department until October 11, 2006. She holds a B.S. in sociology from Tuskegee Institute and an M.S. in criminal justice from Georgia State University.

Ms. Homer is attending the 14th Annual Emergency Management Conference to gain more knowledge and expertise about emergency management at institutions of higher learning and to find information about what other institutions are doing. Miami Dade College currently has an Emergency Management Plan in place and is in the process of enhancing its methods and systems as a result of receiving an Emergency Management Grant.
